Freedom of Information Act

Created a public “right of access” to information that is held
by public authorities. Around 120,000 requests are made
each year under the Act, with private citizens making 60% of
them, businesses 20% and journalists 10%. Examples of facts
that have been brought to light by the Act include a bailout of
troubled academy schools, details of MPs’ expenses claims,
possible crimes committed by foreign diplomats, the criminal
records of policy officers, and implants made available to girls
as young as 13 to try to cut teenage

pregnancies.
